Pastoral Letter: Learning to Listen

S St
For some thirty years | have been a diabetic. But diabetes is 5:’ -

a progressive disease, so what ‘being diabetic’ means in| .
terms of treatment, its impact on my life, of other diseases | '
encouraged by it, has changed throughout that period. In the
early days, for example, | could get things back under
control by just being careful over what | ate; today, | have to
have 14 pills and four injections daily — and it is still not
under control.

When | tell people that | am diabetic, a few will want to know to what point
the disease has progressed and what problems it is giving, but the
overwhelming majority will say something like ‘Oh, I'm diabetic, too’ or ‘My
wife/uncle/best friend is diabetic’ — and promptly assume that my
experience of the illness exactly corresponds with their own.

A few weeks ago, | was describing this reaction to a friend, who
immediately said: ‘I know exactly what you mean. | find the same when |
tell people I'm dyslexic.’

In other words, it is a common occurrence that people do not seek to
stretch their understanding by reaching out to what is being said to them,
but settle for limiting their interpretation of what is said to what they
already know.

The reason | am writing about this now is not because | want people to
listen to me talking, as old men do, about my medical condition (!), but
because it has remarkable parallels with the way we listen — or don't listen
—to what God has to say.

Our relationship with God should be progressive: we are changed by our
experience of Him and, as we are changed, so we become capable of
deeper insights and greater understanding. These, in their turn, change us
further and open us up to a yet deeper relationship.

But it is a characteristic of most of us in the early stages of that growth,
that we do not even try to stretch our understanding to hear all that God is
saying, being content instead to hear only what our existing understanding
conditions us to hear.

It is characteristic that people edit the Word of God to hear what makes
sense to them, or what conforms with their prejudices. Yet, think about it.
Why on earth would God send His only Son to live among us and to die in



agony on the cross for us, if His message simply affirmed what we
already know?

At some point on our journey towards God we start to take this seriously.
There comes a sort of tipping-point: before it, we do what God wants
provided we understand and approve of what it is; after it, we surrender
unconditionally to God and strive continuously to keep his
commandments whether we understand the reason for them or not.

Then and only then can we say we have started to listen.

Improved education and health bring hope to Uganda

As some of you know, our daughter Dr Alison Cowan (formerly of the Red
House Surgery) left England for Uganda at the end of June last year with
her husband, ‘Young’ Alan, and three daughters, Amy (7), Zoe (6), Bella
(2). As an experienced GP, Alison was going to work with VSO in a big
hospital in Kampala, implementing new systems and protocols, visiting
outlying clinics and fulfilling a training function. As house-husband, Alan's
future was somewhat less clear but just as challenging!

My husband Alan and | flew out to visit them in February for a fabulous
holiday. The country has two distinct locations: game parks and slums.
Having spent a few days settling into family life, we climbed in to the family
jeep and set off to explore south-western Uganda, generally regarded as
the most picturesque part of a very beautiful country. We stayed in game
parks where elephant, hippopotamus, wart hogs, water buck, buffalo and
mongoose were near neighbours, along with baboons and monkeys. We
travelled down the Rift Valley to the far south, to Lake Bunyoni, which is
the loveliest lake in Uganda. We stayed in a tree house on Bushara Island
for two nights and saw an incredible variety of birds — 27 different species
on one two-hour walk, all of them absolutely stunning. We returned to
Kampala after eight days, totally captivated by the country and wildlife.

We had brought with us from England a huge quantity of children’s clothes
and books, which came mostly from the children’s school and their church
in St Albans, but also from personal friends. These generous donations
filled nine suitcases, carried free courtesy of British Airways. This gave us
a marvellous opportunity to visit schools and nursery schools in the slum
areas, talk to the teachers and organisers and distribute some of the items
to the children ourselves.
Our first visit was to the
church on the edge of the
swamp just behind Alison’s
house in Nabawongo,
where about 150 children
attend their Sunday School,
all of whom had gathered to
welcome us!  We listened
to the children reciting their
memory verses, followed by
some rousing choruses and
traditional dance. The
children were delighted with



the clothes, books and football we had brought. It was so encouraging to
see the young pastor's enthusiasm and to hear what he and his team
were achieving there. Subsequent to our visit, ‘young’ Alan has become
involved with a primary school in the area, the Royal Pride Academy,
which has close ties with this church. It has four classes, each with about
a 100 pupils. They were delighted to receive some of the books we had
brought, and Alan hopes to help them further by finding funds for wood
flooring. When it rains, the present floors turn very quickly into mud-
baths, and school has to be abandoned!

As soon as our granddaughters were settled into school and nursery in
Kampala, ‘young’ Alan became involved with the Railway Children
Primary School, where he spends a morning most weeks reading with
two classes, again each with about a 100 pupils. The Railway School
was founded in 1948 by Uganda Railways Corporation to cater for the
children of their lowest wage earners. Its catchment area is still the
surrounding slums. The present headmistress, Olivia, has been in place
for about nine years and her vision is to develop a reading culture within
the school so that the children can escape the slums. It was obvious from
the excitement and pleasure with which the children greeted our boxes of
books that her vision is becoming reality.

Their library contains very few books, so the older children (aged
between 11 and 13) have written stories for the younger pupils to read:
the pile of exercise books is impressive. They were beautifully written
and illustrated and very carefully handled by the younger ones. Olivia
has also opened the Hope and Glory Centre where children who cannot
afford to go on to secondary school can learn traditional crafts and cake
making. This serves the dual purpose of keeping them off the streets
whilst giving them some hope of generating future income.

Our third visit was to Sparkling
Stars, a small nursery run for
profit by Naomi, a friend of
Alison. Naomi is an English
girl who came out to Uganda
some eight years ago on a
two-week trip to \visit her
parents who had set up a
school in Kampala. She was
so moved by the huge level of
need in the slums that she



stayed. Now, as well as looking after 14 local street children in her own
home, she works with several families and helps them find ways of
supporting their own children. She does this through facilitating small
income-generating projects, such as bread-making. Funds from
Sparkling Stars pay school fees (on average £30 per child per term),
and Naomi is personally responsible for funding the schooling of up to
30 children!

These are just three examples of the work we saw being done within
the slum areas. But there are more. Joe, an engineer from Brighton,
came out for a five-day visit seven years ago and, like Naomi, stayed.
He has set up and runs an organisation called Hands of Hope which
works in the largest of the Nabawongo slums, providing, among other
things, nursery education for the most vulnerable children (two classes
of about 40 pupils each) and small loans to families to facilitate income
generation. He has just acquired a large container which he is
furnishing with books to offer on loan to other children’s groups. His
long term vision is to found a secondary school for weekly boarders. He
was passionate that children should not be separated from their
parents. Siobhan not only works with VSO as a physiotherapist in the
hospital in Mbarara, but also trains local women to make dried plant
arrangements with maize husks and banana fibres, as part of Healthy
Child Uganda income-generating projects. Our own Alison, who, having
successfully rolled out a scheme of continuous medical training within
clinics around Uganda, has handed over to a very competent Ugandan
doctor and is now working on developing sexual health services in the
community. | have written about both aspects of our holiday on my
website — www.taylortravels.com.

We returned to Radlett,
exhilarated by the beauty of the
natural landscape and wildlife.
We were deeply impressed by
the people we met, both
European and Ugandan, who
work tirelessly to bring improved
health and education to the
slums.

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The Lord Is My SatNav

| read the other day that ‘God can't steer a parked car’. A good
thought.

Mind you, we have to ‘park’ in our lives from time to time. Jesus
said to His disciples: ‘Come apart and rest awhile’. God rested
on the seventh day after He created the world, too. Mind you, |
haven't heard that He has rested since. By all accounts He
hasn't.

Anyhow, on life’s journey we cannot stay parked for long. We have to move
on.

The journey is usually varied. The Christian life is not a dull one. Sometimes
it is smooth along the open road. Other times there are traffic jams where we
are stuck and see no way of progress. Other times we are led up leafy
country lanes, but we are never sure what is round the corner. Other times we
are diverted. Maybe our biggest challenges are when we reach a crossroads
and are not sure which way to turn.

There are of course rules of the road. We cannot avoid them.
‘The Lord is my SatNav. | will not fear’, so let’s just plug in.

Having plugged in we have to speak. The SatNav requires us to tell it where
we want to go. The SatNav is happy with a postcode. With the Lord we have
to be more open. Our wants don't always agree with our needs. There is a
saying, ‘Be careful what you wish for, because you may get it.” The Lord
knows that. Like the SatNav the Lord responds. With the SatNav we may
have a choice of route. We may wish to avoid motorways or go via such and
such a place. With the Lord we may have a choice. Some times we think we
know best. ‘Make a u-turn,’ says the SatNav. ‘Make a u-turn,’ the Lord tells
us. But no, sometimes we choose to ignore the instruction and carry on our
own way. Then there is silence for a while. Then the SatNav speaks. It
ignores our mistakes and carries on from wherever we are now. The Lord
may also appear to be silent for a short time. Then He speaks to us, if we
listen. Sometimes we have to say sorry. We may take the Lord for granted,
but He never leaves us. He is always there to keep us on the right road or put
us back on the right road, if we but listen.

The SatNav includes a map. We can see the way we are going. Not overly
far but a little way. It is the same with our Christian way. We can see a little
way ahead but then not all the way. It is not necessary to see too far ahead.
The Lord is our SatNav, and we need not be afraid. We shall not be lost!
